BARCLAY CHOIR PREPARES TO HIT THE ROAD  

 Antonio Mandujano is Barclay Collegeôs first graduate in the Spanish language certificate program 

through CETLA. In response to needs expressed by persons and organizations ministering in Spanish speaking 

communities, a distance learning certificate program has been developed in conjunction with an organization in 

the Pacific Northwest.  

 The Certificate in Bible and Ministry / Certificado en Biblia y Ministerio is offered through Barclayôs Home 

College distance learning program in a cooperative arrangement with the Centro para Estudios Teológicos Lati-

noamericano (or CETLA; visit their website at www.cetla.org ).  CETLA is an initiative of members of the North-

west Yearly Meeting of Friends.  CETLAôs Director is Hern§n D²az of Vancouver, Washington. 

 The fifteen credit hour course of study is undertaken by a cohort of students in a cycle of six accredited 

Barclay College distance learning courses.  The courses are offered successively and a new student may enter 

the cycle at the beginning of any course.  Courses include Old and New Testament literature, biblical interpre-

tation, evangelism, pastoral work, and church business.  All courses are web -enhanced in that students partici-

pate in discussion forums, submit assignments by uploading files, and take examinations on the Barclay Col-

lege website.  The programôs web pages are nominally bilingual, but the teaching and learning takes place en-

tirely in Spanish.  Students also meet together in person approximately every other week with CETLA Director 

Hernán Díaz, who serves as Barclay College adjunct faculty facilitator for the program.  Vancouver First Friends 

Church hosts the group in a computer lab. They have also met occasionally at an internet coffee shop.  

 The students in this program expand the definition of ñnon-traditionalò learners.  All are from Spanish-

speaking countries.  Most are serving churches as pastors while struggling with secular employment in todayôs 

economy.  They and their families  contend daily with hard realities of life in the Northwestôs Hispanic commu-

nity.  It is not an easy way that these dedicated students are called to travel, but with Godôs merciful help, all 

are working hard to equip themselves ñéfor effective Christian life, service, and leadership.ò 

 The program has been so successful that inquiries have been received from as far away as Venezuela 

about expanding the program. Your support of Barclay College allows the excellent Bible -centered training of 

the college to reach new students that otherwise might not receive it.  You can read more about Antonio in the 

student spotlight section on page 3 of this monthôs bulletin. 

 The Barclay College Choir is in fine 

voice and ready to take its show on the road. 

This spring they will take their combination 

of hymns and choral arrangements to sev-

eral churches in Kansas and Iowa, including 

a stop at an Iowa Cubs professional baseball 

game to sing the National Anthem.  

 Director Jared Ross wants people who 

come to their concerts to ñhear something in 

a new way.ò He adds, ñI hope that God 

speaks to them through the words that we 

sing and the testimony that we share.ò Concerts will feature several small groups and soloists, along with the 

full choir.  

 As for what they will be singing Ross said, ñOne of the most fun pieces is by Ken Medema called 

óMoses.ô It's about letting go of things that we hold on to and as a result we are hindered in our walk with God. 

In the song it talks about God asking Moses to throw down his rod and Moses argues with God saying ódon't 

take my rod away, it's the only security that I have.ô He eventually throws it down and it turns into a snake 

and then God asks him to pick it back up and Moses does and it turns back into a rod. Moses' heart is now 

ready to take on Pharaoh, to part the waters of the sea, to lead the people, but before he turned everything 

over to God, he wasn't ready to do any of those things. Medema writes in several different musical styles. An-

other great piece that we are doing is an arrangement of the spiritual called óHark, I Hear the Harps Eternal.ô 

I'm excited about all the pieces that we're doing.ò
