When making a will or living trust, most people are concerned about dividing their assets among 

family members. This is also a good time to consider making Barclay College part of your estate 
planning.

It is the one 
form of planned giving everyone can do.  

A bequest may be worded something like the following:  
I give, devise, and bequeath to Barclay College, a not - for -profit corporation organized under the 
laws of the State of Kansas, with headquarters at 607 N. Kingman, Haviland, KS, ____ percent of 

my estate (or name of a particular property) for its general purposes.
