Scripture is abundant with men, women and children who li ved a passionate life  for 
Christ.

Without a passionate relationship with the Savior we cannot finish the job He 
gave us to do.  Win the world for Him. 

The rich young ruler had material possessions, power and fame but he lacked 
passion for God’s work.  He could not see that the value of the spiritual life had anything to 
do with this life.  Jesus told him to leave his family, give away all his possessions and 
follow Him.  But the rich young ruler did not understand.  I am sure that he felt he could use 
his family, position and possessions to help Jesus instead of sacrificing all his “assets” to 
gain the abundance of God’s grace.  It is tragic that he could not see this. 

There is no correlation between earthly riches and God’s riches.  They are 
diametrically opposed. If you choose the riches of God’s grace, your present life will be full 
and rewarding.  And your choice brings eternal benefits as well .

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PRESIDENT’S  
PERSPECTIVE

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There have been times in the past when the staff at the college 
has asked itself, “What would it be like to have the campus 
used all summer?”  This summer we received, at least in part, 
an answer. Just before the end of the semester the campus 
filled with displaced Greensburg residents, agencies 
connected with relief efforts, and volunteers who came to lend 
a helping hand. For most of the summer the gymnasium was 
crowded.  In addition to the Salvation Army and all the goods 
they had to disperse, the gym housed several FEMA groups 
plus some 30 or more agencies—insurance adjusters, loan 
companies, counselors, department of motor vehicles, 
veterans, and more.  But the activity was not limited to the 
gym.  The Iroquois Mental Health Center occupied the 
classroom in Jackson Hall .  The Red Cross set up in the 
cafeteria.  The Kiowa County Hospital and the Greensburg 
Clinic took rooms in the library and the student center. A 
Greensburg church office was set up in Phillips Hall and 
shared the second floor with the offices of South-central 
Kansas Youth For Christ.  Most of these remained on campus 
until late in July. 
      In the weeks just after the tornado besides having the 
dorm rooms full , a tent city sprang up beside the gym, next to 
the men’s dorm, and behind the women’s dorm.  The largest 
tents were for the Air National Guard, but many were for 
volunteers coming to lend a helping hand.  While the tents 
came down in June, the dorms remained full all summer.  At 
first the rooms housed FEMA and Red Cross personnel.  
Then, at their departure, the dorms housed the many 
volunteers who used Haviland as a base.  Overall some  
volunteer groups, mostly youth groups from churches, have 
stayed at Barclay. 
      While all of this activity happened on campus a similar 
scenario played out all across town. Immediately after the 
tornado displaced famili es stayed at the Friends Church, in the 
High School gym, and at Jackson Hall .  Then, after they 
found places to stay, the Friends Church began to house 
volunteers. A special shower facil ity was set up near the 
church, and a laundry was established in the city park. The 
Methodist Church became a distribution point for supplies.  
Several displaced Greensburg businesses—Greensburg State 
Bank, Fleener’s Funeral Home, and the Greensburg School 
District shared space at the Haviland Telephone Company.

       The Lord has blessed the college greatly at this time of 
year through your outpouring of gifts and love for the 
college.  We have a very substantial cash flow at this time.   
We, here on campus, are dedicated to being conservative in 
our financial responsibility and believe that also plays a 
part in the financial picture this time of year.  Our auditors 
were  on site from August 13-15.  I look forward to their 
reports. 
       We are looking for a good enrollment.  The incoming 
students have wonderful testimonies of the Lord’s place in 
their lives.  I look forward to the time I can meet them and 
get to hear their testimonies first hand, rather than reading 
it on the their applications.  Ninety-one per cent of the 
students who were here during the spring semester have 
pre-enrolled for the fall .  I believe this speaks well of our 
faculty and staff and the way they relate to our students. 
       The college is blessed with many volunteers who have 
come to help prepare the campus for school.  I want to 
thank all of them and want them to know that we could not 
have been prepared for classes if it had not been for their 
help. 
       This morning I read in Matthew about the Lord giving 
out the talents and expecting the servants to multiply them.

      Haviland changed in several ways.  Houses, long on the 
market, sold.  Rentals filled. Traffic increased.  At least one 
new business, a barber shop, has been established downtown 
      When we asked what the campus would be like in full use 
during the summer, we were thinking classes meeting, and 
perhaps several conferences or camps using the campus.  We 
looked forward to hosting the EFC-MA Ministry Conference.  
These conferences did not happen but nonetheless we found 
out what the campus was like with lots of activity. 

      Barclay is one of f ifteen colleges whose story is told in a 
newly published book, Founded by Friends; The Quaker Heri-
tage of Fifteen American Colleges and Universities. The 
book, first proposed by John Oliver in 2001, is edited by John 
W. Oliver Jr., of Malone College and Charles L. Cherry, and 
Caroline L. Cherry.  It is published by the Scarecrow Press of 
Lanham, Maryland.  The chapter on Barclay College was 
written by Dr. Glenn Leppert. 
      Barclay is the youngest of the Quaker colleges and be-
cause the book is arranged chronologically the chapter on 
Barclay is the last.  Barclay may be the youngest and the 
smallest of the colleges considered but it ranks first as the one 
college that has held firmly to its founding purpose.  Speaking 
of the value of a Quaker identity the editors point out that 
many of these colleges find it a hindrance but Barclay consid-
ers it a reason for “upholding older moral standards and see-
ing truth as ultimately best understood through Christian reve-
lation.” (xi) Barclay is the one college where student life is 
still “anchored in holiness Christianity.” (xix)  It is the one 
college of the fifteen where the focus is still the Bible.     The 
book is informative and a good source for the history of all 
fifteen colleges. Copies may be ordered through the college 
bookstore  
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    Dr. Fred Johnson challenged the students in his 2006 class 
to condense the two-volume set, Toward Conformity to the 
Image of Christ, into one volume.   They accepted the chal-
lenge.  A brief biography of each student that worked on this 
edition is listed in the back of the book.  The book was pre-
sented to the class members who were present at the last 
chapel of spring Semester, 2007. 
    This book, Be a Person After God's Own Heart, is based on 
the premise that people become like the God/gods they 
serve.  To be good Christians is to manifest God-like qualities 
in their daily lives.  More than a self-help book, it emphasizes 
that both the Holy Spirit and believers work together to shape 
their li ves in  
accordance with God's nature.  Individuals can use it for their 
own spiritual nurture.  It is also suitable for small group Bible 
study classes in home or local churches.  A Helps CD in-
cludes study guides for each chapter and more than a 100 vis-
ual aids
