The fall enrollment reversed the drop experienced in
2006.Although the overall college headcount was not guite
what it had been in Fall 2005 when there were still active
degree ompletion cohorts (131) it came dose at
129. Looking only at the campus program full -time
headcount went from only 73in Fall 2006to 103 in the Fall
2007. Thisisa40% increase. Thetotal college FTE for
thisfal is110, 2 more than thetotal FTE in Fall 2006. An
important consideration for enrollment figuresisthe
retentionrates. Thisfall 88% of thefirst-time full -time
freshmen who camein Fall 2006returned. Thisisagood
figure since our average return rate was only 68% in 2004,
and anly 5% in 2005. The average ABHE retentionrate is
only 60%.
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Dr. Jeanette Redman of Broken Arrow, Oklahoma has st
up an endowed scholarship in the anourt of $50000.In
hona of her and her late husband Gene Redman. The
Redmans attended the Ramona Friends Church, Ramona,
Oklahoma urtil the passing of Mr. Redman on January 18,
2005.The Redmans have been long time supporters of
Barclay College. Dr. Redman wanted to establish alasting
gift, which can help students prepare for ministry in yearsto
come.

Greensburg Mennonite Church before the Tornado

Flashes of lightning illuminated the path to the bottom of
the stairway. Lightning should not have been so visible from
the basement, but it reveded what had happened. Asl
climbed the stairs into the spacewhere the laundry room had
been just minutes before, it was evident the house was gone.

Panning around, | tried to take in the scene during  in-
termittent flashes. To the west, | could seelights onthe hori-
zonthat were not normally visible from our house. The
church was obviously gone. Greensburg Mennorite
Congregation provided us with avery comfortable parsonage,
just yards east of the building. It appeaed nothing remained.

Rated at the top of the Enhanced Fujita scale, atornado,
padking winds estimated at 205 mil es per hour had leveled the
quiet little town of Greensburg, Kansas, onMay 4, 207. The
extent of the devastation was not immediately known. It
would be erly the next morning that we would learn most of
the town was in shambles as CNN, Fox and the local ret-
works carried pictureslive. That CNN and Fox News also
caried the story that told us it was significant.

Emergency personrel collected survivors at the Kansas
Department of Transportation bulding onthe eat edge of
town. It had escaped the wind' s fury. Asmy wife, daughter
and | waited with other dazed citizens, | head someone say
that people were being evacuated soonto Barclay College. |
felt reassured. If we could get to Haviland, we could finda
place to stay for the night until we made sense out of the
situation.

And so, countless refugees descended on Haviland in the
midde of the night. Many otherstraveled to Mullinvilleto
the west. And the townspeople were ready to take usin. The
high school was opened to serve & a shelter.

Ryan Haase and Glen and Sue Leppert provided us a place
to stay in thefirst few weeks.

Barclay Coll ege opened its doars to various agencies,
such as Salvation Army, Red Crossand the Kansas National
Guard, among others. Barclay students were winding down
ancther semester in anticipation o graduation ceremonies,
chair tour, summer jobs and ministry. They welcomed the op-
portunity to move over and move out more quickly than na-
mal as away of ministering to the displaced people of
Greensburg. The contrast of seeing the National Guardsmen
onthe canpus of a Friends school was griking.

Greensburg looking south down Main Street from Highway 54.
Students cdled uponthe faculty and administrationto ex-
pedite graduation ceremonies. They felt the circumstances did
not sean the time to celebrate when so many people so close
were hurting and haneless.

Alumni were in town for the annual Alumni Banquet
scheduled for Saturday night. In fad, thisyea was my 25"
anniversary yea, and | had looked forward to the evening. In
sensitivity to the people of Greensburg, howvever, alumni
gathered for the med and planned an evening of prayer and
fellowship. The evening was interrupted as a tornado warning
sent Havil and’ s residents and guests surrying for cover.

The BC Chair reluctantly departed ontour Monday, May
7 —threedays after the disaster. Focused onministry, many
of them wanted to stay behind and help with clean-up.

Relief and assistance from the Havil and community
and Barclay College took many forms in the days and weeks
tofollow. The school housed the refugeeshelter, adining fa-
cility and a clothing distribution center. Insurance com-
panies set up disaster officesin the street and cooked meds
for survivors, workers and Havil and residents on the front
lawn of the high schod. Kay (Williamson) Logan-Unruh and
Marshall Ballard were among the many alumni who lent a
hand and a shoulder to cry on.
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President Herb Frazier and his staff went into immediate
adion. Ryan Haase, VicePresident of Development, was
aways available to direct people, to allot spaceandto keep
the college srelief eff orts coordinated. Office space on the
second floor of Phillips Hall was opened to local pastors
whose buildings were destroyed. Y outh For Christ, under the
direction of Deborah (Durham) Fador, also sought temporary
shelter there.

Hockett Auditorium becane what we gratefully caled
“the Barclay mall.” Various agencies from FEMA to
Salvation Army set up shop inside to asgst survivorsin - ac-
cessing aid. Clothing, bottled water and groceries were read-
ily avail able. Caring volunteers were on hand to make the
difficult task of receiving help feel lessawkward. The gym
becane awelcome placeto encounter friends and reighbars
whowere al trying to navigate the maze of agenciesina
season of uncertainty. Checking in oneach ather eased the
discomfort.

Even the Bears Den dfered extended hours to provide an
eding option to refugees, volunteers, workers and Haviland
residents.

Greensburg Mennonite Church After

Iroquds Center for Human Devel opment located offices
temporarily in Jackson Hall. Providing mental health services
was important to their staff under the trying circumstances
that left their consumersin abind. Having atemporary
facility in Haviland allowed for repairs to their buildingin
Greensburg.

Havil and Friends Church generously offered itsfacility in
the spirit of Christlikeness Survivors were housed there, as
were volunteers from Friends Disaster Service, Evangelical
FreeChurch and Samaritan’s Purse. Haviland United
Methodist Church opened its doors and the basement quickly
becane aresourcefor clothing, foodand aher necessities that
were delivered from all over the state and beyond,as well as

houwsing for volunteers. Both churches continue to house
volunteer groups from various organizations acrossthe
country. The mllege and community opened their doas,
homes and hearts to neighborsin desperate need, living out
Chrigt’sleson in Matthew 25 to feed the hungry, to invite
strangersin, to clothe the naked and to offer a drink to the
thirsty. Without thinking of the inconvenience or the personal
cost, they stepped upto the dhallenge, and | am sure the King
will oneday reply, “...you dd it for me.”

Barclay was introduced to Brian Holman, who spoke
to everyone at chapel. Brian is aretired major league pitcher,
whowasfirst drafted by the Montred Exposin 1983, later to
pitch from 19881989.He was then traded with Randy John-
sonto the Seattle Mariners, where he played from 19891991
On April 20, 1990 Brian came one out away from pitching a
perfect game. Brian was forced to retire from basebal in
1991 deto aserious oulder injury.

Brian told Barclay about his family and some of the
struggles him and hiswife Jami have had. The Holman's have
four children, two boys and two girls. Their yourgest girl
Kassidy was threeand a half when Brian and Jami adopted
her. A few yeas|ater, the family had some of the most trou-
bling times of their life. Kassdy, alittle girl said to be full of
life, was diagnosed with leukemia. After along battle and
some very tough dedsions made by her parents, Kassidy died
in July of 2006 Even though this is more than enough for one
family to deal with, David, ore of Brian's sns, had to have a
brain tumor removed and Brian had to have open heart  sur-
gery, among other compli cations and family dil emmas.

Brian cameto the Barclay campus not only to tell us
abou the hard struggles that he has dedt with, and will
cortinue to remember, bu he caneto glorify the Lord.
Throughou his entire message, Brian referred to the fact that
he could only make it because of the strength the Lord
promises to give us when we fedl li ke we cannot take another
step. Most people were hanging on every word that he spoke.
No matter what we are facing, Brian reminded us of the many
promisesthat God hes for us, and he showed us through his
life some of thase promiseslived out. So many students were
talking about this chapel after walking out the doorsand go-
ing bad to normal adivities. Through the good and the bad,
Brian touched so many livesjust by sharing what God hes
dorein hislife.
