In the book of Esther lies a beautiful story of love and commitment to a people and to the Lord. The
Israelites faced grave peril as the enemy of the Lord manipulated the then-known Persian world to use people
and situations to turn circumstances against them. The Jewish nation’s ancient foe, the Amalekites, was arrayed
against them to destroy them as Haman used trickery with King Xerxes to issue an edict to annihilate all Jews.

It was at this time in Jewish history that two people stepped up to intercept the evil plans and gain
salvation for their race. Esther was a young Jewish woman who had been placed in the realm of King Xerxes’
favor and had been chosen to reign as his Queen.

Many are the foes that lay siege
against the righteousness and truth of God. Violence and strife, bitterness, hatred, and confusion and depression
run rampant among the citizens of our nation and throughout the entire world.

The notes and gifts you send are a constant
encouragement to the students, staff and faculty and myself.
The Lord continues to bless me through you all. The weekly
prayer letter that Shirley sends to many of you, gives added
encouragement because of the replies she receives with your
responses to what is happening here at the college.

We have 9 new full time students on campus this
semester. They are wonderful people who are joining those
already here, preparing to serve in ministry. As we look
towards next year, the concern is for housing. We will have
50 places available and to date 55 students have applied for
admission to the fall semester. We are grateful that people are
open to the Lord’s call upon their lives to come and prepare to
serve Him.

A year ago last December the Board of Trustees took a
step in faith when it decided to provide a full tuition
scholarship for all on campus students who are accepted at the
college. Their faith has been rewarded with a 48% increase in
the fall enrollment over the number of students who were
enrolled during the previous semester. Their faith has also
been rewarded by the student income being up significantly
this year over what it was a year ago. Now the board has
taken another step of faith and has given the college
permission to begin an online degree program. You will be
able to learn about the online degree by reading the enclosed
flyer in this Progress. This step of faith will allow many
more people to prepare for ministry wherever they are around
the world.

A matching gift of $322,500 has been given to pay off the
balloon payment on the Women’ Dormitory bond issue. This
gift will greatly improve the college’s financial standing and
cash flow.

My desire is that the Lord will bless you and that we may
all be radiant testimonies for Him throughout this new year.

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Ice Storm
