My connections to Barclay College go back over the years from when my father, John
Robinson, brought my mother and three of their children, plus three of his younger siblings
to this town and to this college 62 years ago in 1946. The college then had been in existence
only 29 years. I met and began dating my lovely wife, Jan, when I was a senior in the
Academy in the fall of 1959. The college was 42 years old. We have just celebrated our
45™ wedding anniversary. When I enrolled in my first year of college in the fall of 1960, the
college was 43 years of age. I graduated from Friends Bible College in 1972 after a few
years in other educational programs and employment. The school was 65 years of age then;
my current age now. I am convinced that the legacy begun 91 years ago is still with us and
promises to remain for many years to come.

Sheldon Jackson, in his comprehensive history, Lighthouse on the Prairies, reminded us
that its organizers intended to form “a preparatory school in order to provide those who are
called to any form of Christian work with proper instruction and training for effectual
service” (p. 40). The founders of Kansas Central Bible Training School had seen the
products of two schools, Cleveland Bible Institute in Ohio and Huntington Park in
California, the forerunners of Malone College and Azusa Pacific University. The founders
were impressed with the ministries and the testimonies of their students. The founders
believed that the graduates of those schools spoke with warmth, earnestness, vitality, and
zeal. What better place to fulfill their dream of a school like this than in Haviland, which
was in their words, “the center of evangelism in the Yearly Meeting” (p. 39).

Barclay College has come a long, long way here in Haviland, Kansas. We've endured
some perilous times. We've known setbacks and disappointments. But through it all the
leadership has persisted and, with God's help, prevailed and progressed. And all for the sake
of the gospel!

My prayer is that each of us will take courage from the Word that has been handed
down to all of us. We must declare the message that has changed our lives. We must never
lose the awareness of its urgency. And we must declare it with persistence. The story of
Christ, the story of Barclay College, the story of our personal pilgrimages of faith; our
stories, deserve to be continued, until all is praise, and all is light, and we shout with those
who have been faithful stewards of that story before us, "Thanks be to God who gives us the
victory through our Lord Jesus Christ."

Barclay continues to hold to the tenets its founding fathers
set when they opened the doors, ninety-one years ago this fall.
Students at Barclay continue to hold high standards in their
personal lives and strive to be Godly examples as they prepare
to serve Him. The book entitled Founded by Friends, which
has given the history of the 15 colleges started by Friends,
states in its conclusion; “Barclay is the only institution in the
volume that continues as a school where the focus....... is the
Bible.”

New Online Program

program and several applications have already been processed
and students accepted for the fall classes.

Barclay College now offers online degree completion
programsthat make quality higher education highly
accessible. You can now complete your bachelor's degree in
Christian Ministry Leadership or in Psychology and reach
your educational goals while you work -- and much sooner
than you might expect.

The Barclay College Online delivery system now extends
the boundaries of the classroom. The Online program uses the
power of the Internet to deliver online learning that is inde-
pendent of time and location. Rather than gathering in a
classroom, students and instructors interact online to bring
students together from across the country or around the world.

Why Barclay College? Barclay College graduates have
long been sought for their relational ministry skills. BC
graduates believe in a vital relationship with Jesus Christ and
His work on this earth. The Online program is designed to
bring this relational ministry philosophy to the benefit of
working professionals who feel called to a new role in the
harvest of souls. Classes are offered in sequence and students
can enter the program at numerous points throughout any
semester.

How Barclay College Online Works. Typically, on the
first day of the week the instructor sends introductory infor-
mation on the week's topic and confirms the assignments,
such as reading from the textbook, completing a case study,
or preparing a paper on the topic you are studying.

Each online class lasts six weeks. A student can sign on any
hour of the day or night, taking part at times that best fit his
or her schedule. While this flexibility is unprecedented, it
requires greater than average discipline and does not allow a
student to "coast." Students devote an average of fifteen to
twenty hours a week to their studies.

The instructor also posts a short lecture or elaborates on
the material, and provides discussion questions related to the
topic. Throughout the week students work on their reading
and assignments on their own, just as they would in a tradi-
tional classroom setting. They use the computer conferencing
system to participate in the class discussion and ask questions/
receive feedback. When their assignments are due, they send
them to their instructor online, he/she grades them and sends
them back to the student with comments.
