As I begin this new school year, |
can’t help but thank God for all the good
things he has given to Barclay College. 1
believe we have the most competent and
devoted faculty since I became president. By adding Tim
Hawkins, as our English professor, we have a man who has
two master degrees in the area of his professorship.

$290,000 to retire bonds from the balloon payment on Nov. 1.

I wish you could have attended our second chapel of the
year. Dave Williams, our chaplain, encouraged the students
to come to the microphone and share their summer
experiences with the Lord. The entire hour was spent by
students going forward and sharing their heartfelt love for the
Lord (often with tears in their eyes) and the difference it has
made for them to be here at Barclay. Our students come from
22 different states and three foreign countries. They represent
21 different church groups.

Thank you for your prayers. The facts stated above are a
direct result of your faithfulness. Continue to pray for our
students. We want them to be fully prepared academically
and spiritually during their years here at Barclay.

Tribute to Sheldon Jackson

Sheldon was born on June 5, 1918 in Cherokee, OK to
Ralph and Marva Coppock Jackson, who were Quaker
ministers in Texas and Kansas. He died June 27, 2008 in
LaVerne, CA.

Sheldon graduated from Friends Haviland Academy in
1935 and took one year of college at Friends Bible College.
From there, he went to Marion College, IN where he earned a
B.A. in 1940. In 1941, he became an instructor at Friends
Bible College. On May 27, 1942, Sheldon married Irene
Ballard of Plains. They moved to Lawrence, where he
pursued his M. A. at the University of Kansas. In the fall of
1944, they returned to teaching at Friends Bible College.
Sheldon and Irene had three children, Sheldon “Shel”, Eldon
“Peb”, and Marilyn. On July 1, 1946, he became president of
Friends Bible College at the age of 27.

During Sheldon’s 18 years as president, West Hall and
the men’s barracks were purchased, and Phillips Hall and
Hockett Auditorium were built. The college grew financially
and in enrollment, which led to full accreditation under his
leadership. In honor of his service to the college a new
classroom building was constructed and named Jackson Hall.

Sheldon served the Kansas Yearly Meeting of Friends in
many leadership positions. He used his musical and
preaching abilities to help the churches throughout Kansas
Yearly Meeting.

In 1964, he had the opportunity to go to Azusa College in
Azusa, CA where he became chairman of the history and
social science departments. This allowed him to complete his
dream of earning a Ph.D. in history from the University of
Southern California in 1970. He retired in 1988. Sheldon
received many awards for his teaching ability, rapport with
students, accomplishments and contributions to the University
and community. Along with starting the Friends Center at the
University, he also was very involved with the leadership of
the California Yearly Meeting of Friends.

He continued his love of history by writing 13 books that
included his autobiography, histories of Barclay College,
Azusa Pacific University, and the city of Glendora, CA.

In January 8, 1997, Sheldon’s wife of 54 years, Irene,
died after a 10-year battle with Alzheimer’s. Sheldon married
Eleanor Bell of Diamond Bar, CA on January 16, 1999.

He enjoyed many outdoor activities. Sheldon continued
riding his bicycle until his late 80’s. The family enjoyed
camping, hiking, fishing, and backpacking.

Even though he died at the age of 90 with Alzheimer’s, he
never lost his love for life or his dedication to his Lord and
Savior.

New Online Program

Barclay College is anticipating its first online students
this fall seeking degrees in either Christian Ministry
Leadership or in Psychology. Numerous individuals have
inquired about the program and several applications have
already been processed and students accepted for the fall
classes.

Barclay College now offers online degree completion
programs that make quality higher education highly
accessible. You can now complete your bachelor's degree in
Christian Ministry Leadership or in Psychology and reach
your educational goals while you work -- and much sooner
than you might expect.

The Barclay College Online delivery system now extends
the boundaries of the classroom. The Online program uses the
power of the Internet to deliver online learning that is
independent of time and location. Rather than gathering in a
classroom, students and instructors interact online to bring
students together from across the country or around the world.

Why Barclay College? Barclay College graduates have
long been sought for their relational ministry skills. BC
graduates believe in a vital relationship with Jesus Christ and
His work on this earth. The Online program is designed to
bring this relational ministry philosophy to the benefit of
working professionals who feel called to a new role in the
harvest of souls. Classes are offered in sequence and students
can enter the program at numerous points throughout any
semester.

How Barclay College Online Works. Typically, on the
first day of the week the instructor sends introductory
information on the week's topic and confirms the assignments,
such as reading from the textbook, completing a case study,
or preparing a paper on the topic you are studying.

Each online class lasts six weeks. A student can sign on any
hour of the day or night, taking part at times that best fit his
or her schedule. While this flexibility is unprecedented, it
requires greater than average discipline and does not allow a
student to "coast." Students devote an average of fifteen to
twenty hours a week to their studies.

The instructor also posts a short lecture or elaborates on
the material, and provides discussion questions related to the
topic. Throughout the week students work on their reading
and assignments on their own, just as they would in a
traditional classroom setting. They use the computer
conferencing system to participate in the class discussion and
ask questions/receive feedback. When their assignments are
due, they send them to their instructor online, he/she grades
them and sends them back to the student with comments.

The preliminary headcount for the Fall 2008 semester
shows 127 students on campus with 122 full-time and 5 part-
time.

1984 show 151, 147, 125 and 130. The next highest is 121 for
Fall 2007.

Counting students who
were at the college several semesters ago and have returned to
complete their degrees there are 50 new students on campus.
