×     Academics             

ü      The first class of the ñOnlineò 

program started in August. A 

second class started in October. Dr. 

Royce Frazier is working diligently 

to market and administrate the 

program. As you may be aware, the 

method of delivery for Higher 

Education is changing quickly. Rest 

assured that the faculty and staff at 

Barclay have embraced the 

challenge and are making every 

effort to ensure that Christ remains 

the center of the education process 

whether online or in person. 

ü      We are in the first year of a 

ñregionalò accreditation process 

with North Central Association 

(NCA). Typically, once the 

accrediting process begins, it takes 

five to seven years to see it through 

to the end.  If approved, NCA 

accreditation will serve our 

graduates well in the work place 

and in continuing their education. 

Additionally, Barclay could 

graduate Elementary Education 

majors independently. While the 

Board sees regional accreditation as 

a positive move for the school, 

maintaining ñdualò accreditation by 

remaining an ABHE (Association 

of Biblical Higher Education) 

school is equally important. 

   

×     Student Services   

ü      The fall full time enrollment 

stands at 127. The menôs dorm 

is full. Thirteen upper classmen 

are housed in Clark Hall (The 

Presidentôs House on Main 

Street). Several rooms remain 

available in the womenôs dorm. 

The ñfull tuition scholarshipò 

program has been well 

accepted. A housing committee 

has estimated that by using the 

four-plex property at the north 

end of Haviland (16 beds)  the 

school could grow at the same 

pace for one more year. Then 

what? We are waiting on the 

leading of the Lord to show the 

next step.

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ü      Athletic teams are fielding full squads and 

are having successful seasons.  The choir is 

bursting at the seams. 
 

×     Development        

ü      Blessings abound with a donor matching the 

gifts and pledges for the ñballoonò payment 

of the womenôs dorm bond. While the bond 

payments are structured over a 20 year 

period, the final ñballoonò payment in the 

year 2021 has been looming over the finances 

of the school. Blessings to those of you who 

have responded to the campaign and have 

helped in retiring the debt. Not only will the 

final payment be already paid, by reducing 

the debt, the on-going annual payment will be 

cut in half. 

ü      Several benefactors of Barclay have recently 

left property to the school.  It is a humbling 

blessing to receive bequests from those who 

leave resources for this ministry as they move 

on to their eternal life with Christ. 

  

×     Finance   

ü      The ñfull tuition scholarshipò was indeed a 

leap of faith for the trustees and 

administrators.  This unorthodox pricing 

structure was a plan full of risk. As  you 

might expect, the faith of the school leaders 

has been met by a loyal constituency and 

students seeking spiritual development. The 

Lord has blessed this ministry by nearly 

doubling the student body in an 18 month 

period. The blessing is further realized when 

you consider that two times as many 

students are being prepared for ministry and 

life using the same amount of gift dollars. 

  

      Even though I believe Jesus fed 5,000 with a couple 

of fish and a few loaves of bread, it becomes real and 

much more personal when he lets me see his miracles 

unfold before my doubting eyes.

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worthy to speak to these people about suffering for the 

Lord and being strong when I myself have never shared 

in their sufferings. I would be lying if I said this trip was 

easy or mostly fun. It was difficult. I was stretched 

beyond what I expected, but God was faithful and I am 

grateful for the ways He worked and for how He has 

changed me. I cannot share everything that has happened 

so I will briefly touch on the most important things I 

have learned.  

 The book of Acts shows us what the early Church 

looked like, and in many ways I feel I have experienced 

this in Bangladesh. Albert and Metali Adhikari were the 

pastor and wife that we stayed with this summer. This 

amazing couple and their family showed me, and I am 

sure all of us, what it means to live by faith. In a country 

where the population is 90 percent Muslim and many are 

persecuted for converting to Christianity, they stood firm 

in their relationship with Christ and challenged many to 

do the same. It is common to see a mosque on almost 

every corner in Khulna, the city in which they lived and 

where we stayed. Along the busy streets of Bangladesh, 

the most densely populated country in the world, are 

men and women going to these places of worship several 

times in a day. Located between some businesses on the 

street and several apartment buildings was the Friends 

Fellowship Center. This is where Albert and Metaliôs 

outreach to their neighbors took place, and where our 

team taught English this summer.

The fruit of these services, among many great works of 

the Spirit, included individuals who made commitments 

to Christian service, felt freed from persistent struggles 

with sin, and one individual gave his heart to the Lord 

for the very first time! 

 When the Spirit of God moves in a mighty way, 

leading many people to repentance and recommitment to 

Christ, it is often a struggle to move from the emotional 

experience to a true commitment. This is probably the 

most crucial need for the students of Barclay today. Pas-

tor Dave Williams spoke on this appropriate topic during 

chapel the following week, challenging students and fac-

ulty alike to see what areas of life and ministry are lack-

ing, and allow the Holy Spirit to move in these areas. In 

light of this work, the emotional fire of revival may be 

lessening, but the impact that it has had - and no doubt 

will continue to have on the campus- is even now appar-

ent.

 This three room apartment that Albert had rented on 

the first floor was turned into a computer lab and English 

class for Bengalis in hopes of reaching them for Christ. 

All of this had to be done against the landlordôs request 

that in no way may the apartment be used for Christian 

outreach and evangelism. All summer Albert stressed the 

importance of evangelizing and not being afraid to share 

the Gospel. I thought, look at what he faces every day 

and he is boldly professing the name of Christ?  

How often am I afraid to speak in my own country when 

we have no threat of persecution, at least not in the same 

way. Bengali Christians who are baptized face so much. 

They are often disowned from their Muslim families, 

beaten, and starved because many will not sell food to 

them. Albert shared with us his struggles and frustration 

in the ministry of the gospel there in Bangladesh. It was 

very hard to get others to make a commitment to Christ 

because of these reasons, but Albert never gave up. This 

man and his wife worked tirelessly for the kingdom and 

would not give up. Albert had even been thrown in jail 

several months before we had gotten there because of his 

evangelizing to the people in the north. Not a day goes 

by that I have not thought about them and their struggles 

since returning.  There is a desperate need for prayer for 

our family in Bangladesh.                                                                                         

 We need not only to be sharing Christ in words with 

the youth around us but living it out so they can see. The 

children of Bangladesh need our prayers. These children 

will grow up and face many things but Jesus will never 

leave them and they will hopefully become leaders in 

their country.
