We
have six online faculty members who have successfully
completed the orientation process required to teach in the
online program. Three of these are professors from other
states and five of the six hold doctoral degrees. This is a
high quality program. If you know of someone who could
profit from getting a degree at home, please tell them about
this opportunity. We also have a program called “Home
College.” The Home College list of classes includes many
of our required general education classes that students take
during their first two years of college. This is valuable for
our campus students because they are able to take required
classes from Barclay during the summer months while they
are home.

The Academic Dean continues to work towards pro-
viding state certified teaching certificates at Barclay. You
will be informed of the progress made in the teacher certifi-
cation program as it develops. The nursing degree is a high
quality program. Both the teacher education and nursing
degrees are cooperative programs with other institutions of
higher education.

Three of our students preparing for missions are on
mission fields this semester. This on the job training is valu-
able for them as they continue to seek the Lord’s will for
their lives.

Continue to pray for the faculty, staff, and students
of Barclay College. As we look towards the future we are
going to be in need of a residence hall and presently need a
fine arts center for our quality music program and a campus
location for our chapels. These needs can take place in
God’s timing as we seek His will and His people continue to
look to Him for guidance.

Seeking Regional Accreditation.

Although the college has had an affiliation with the
national accrediting body, the Association for Biblical
Higher Education, since 1949 and has been accredited
through ABHE since 1975. It will benefit the college greatly
to be regionally accredited as well. The accrediting process
begins with a letter of intent directed to the North Central
Association indicating the college’s desire to gain accredita-
tion. Barclay submitted the letter of intent in June 2008.
Since then we have worked on the PIF or Preliminary Infor-
mation Form to show NCA that all the eligibility require-
ments are met. Although we have a two-year window in or-
der to complete the 12 sections of this form the form is
nearly complete and will be submitted yet this January. Af-
ter NCA informs the college that the PIF has been accepted
the college will have an additional two years to complete a
self study. At the conclusion of the self study a team from
NCA will visit the campus and at that time determine
whether the college has gained candidacy status or needs to
redo the study. If candidacy is achieved an additional two
year period will be granted to address any concerns the team
may have found. A second NCA visit should then result in
accreditation.

Bible & Ministry Studies in Spanish?

Barclay College’s mission is “To prepare students
in a Bible-centered environment for effective Christian life,
service, and leadership.” The College has been serving stu-
dents both on its Haviland campus and at a distance for
many years with certificate and degree programs relevant to
life and ministry. Over the past year, in response to needs
expressed by persons and organizations ministering in Span-
ish speaking communities, a new distance learning certifi-
cate program has been developed in conjunction with an
organization in the Pacific Northwest.

The Certificate in Bible and Ministry (Certificado
en Biblia y Ministerio) is offered through Barclay’s Home
College distance learning program in a cooperative arrange-
ment with the Centro para Estudios Teologicos Latinoameri-
cano (or CETLA,; visit their website at www.cetla.org).
CETLA is an initiative of members of the Northwest Yearly
Meeting of Friends. CETLA’s Director is Dr. Hernan Diaz
of Vancouver, Washington.

The fifteen credit hour course of study is undertaken
by a cohort of students in a cycle of six accredited Barclay
College distance learning courses. The courses are offered
successively and a new student may enter the cycle at the
beginning of any course. Courses include Old and New Tes-
tament literature, biblical interpretation, evangelism, pas-
toral work, and church business. All courses are web-
enhanced in that students participate in discussion forums,
submit assignments by uploading files, and take examina-
tions on the Barclay College website. The program’s web
pages are nominally bilingual, but the teaching and learning
takes place entirely in Spanish. Students also meet together
in person approximately every other week with CETLA Di-
rector Dr. Hernan Diaz, who serves as Barclay College’s
adjunct faculty facilitator for the program. Vancouver First
Friends Church hosts the group in a computer lab. They
have also met occasionally at an internet coffee shop.

The students in this program expand the definition
of “non-traditional” learners. All are from Spanish-speaking
countries. Most are serving churches as pastors while strug-
gling with secular employment in today’s economy. They
and their families contend daily with hard realities of life in
the Northwest’s Hispanic community. It is not an easy way
that these dedicated students are called to travel, but with
God’s merciful help, all are working hard to equip them-
selves “...for effective Christian life, service, and leader-
ship.”

Soli Deo gloria: we praise God for the existence and
continuing growth of this well-received, new Barclay Col-
lege program!

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Spring 2009 Enrollment Report

This spring 125 full-time students and five part-time
students enrolled for classes for the spring semester making
the headcount on campus 130 and raising the campus FTE
(full-time equivalency) from 124 to 128. Since the spring of
1982 the change in FTE on campus from fall to spring has
either gone down or remained even. This year the FTE, as
the college moved from Fall 2008 to Spring 2009, increased
from 124 to 128 for a gain of four. For the total college pro-
gram the change in FTE is even more dramatic. The overall
college FTE for the fall was 132. The overall FTE for spring
is 141. This is a gain of nine. The total headcount for the
college including all the Home College and Online students
along with those on campus in Haviland is 145.

The following letter was sent to Larry Thornburg, who operated the
print shop on the campus of Friends Bible College during the years
of 1966 through 1973. Larry left Friends Bible College in the spring
of 1973 to teach at Pittsburgh State University. The novelty of this
story is that a father worked for Larry at one college and 30 years
later, his son was a student of Larry’s, not knowing he was the same
man.

“Mr. T,

I"d like to take you on a trip down memory lane. In 1971
you were an instructor at Friends Bible College in Haviland, KS.
That year you hired a young man from Honduras to work in your
print shop. He had just come to the United States to attend school
and spoke very little English. Despite a language barrier, you were
able to communicate with him using gestures, nods, and hand sig-
nals. Most of the time this worked well, however, there was one
exception.

On one occasion you told the man that you had no more
work for him that day, and he could go home. You gestured to him
that he could leave... but... he thought you were saying that he
was fired.

When he didn’t return the next day, you contacted the
family he was staying with and the misunderstanding was re-
solved.

The young man that you “fired” was my father Beto
Serrano, and I was your student at Pittsburg State nearly 30 years
later. Dad told us this story after he heard me mention your name
at home. He said, “Larry Thornburg? I was once fired by a man
named Larry Thornburg!”

We confirmed the connection when I asked you in class
if you ever hired a kid from Honduras. You remembered the story
and we all had a good laugh.

This is just one example of how your career has touched
the lives of so many over the years. My dad couldn’t speak a word
of English when he worked for you, yet he remembered your
name almost 30 years later. Not because of the funny story, but
because you gave him a job when many others wouldn’t. You
communicated with him when many others didn’t.

It goes to show that the kindness and genuine compassion
you have shown your students, has left a permanent impression
and has stayed with us over the years. That is the true mark of a
great teacher, and a very special human being.

Thank you for sharing your time, your knowledge, and
your inspiration. You have left your mark on all of us.
