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The Truth Project

Has the Truth Project made it to your town yet? In case you haven’t heard of the
Truth Project, it is a DVD based small group curriculum comprised of 12 one-hour lessons
taught by Dr. Del Tackett. Each lesson discusses in great detail the relevance and
importance of living out a biblical, Christian worldview. I can honestly say that this is the
soundest and most relevant Bible teaching in which I have ever participated.

We started the series at our church on February 8. Each “tour” has been
outstanding. [ would like to share with you, though, one little tidbit from Lesson 8 which is
entitled Unio Mystica—Am I Alone? The theme of this “tour” is the mystery of the unity
between God and redeemed humanity. When we accept God’s offer of salvation, he invites
us to enter into a relationship with him. We go from being separated from God to the extent
that he hides his face from us and does not hear us because of our sin (Isaiah 59:2) to a
position in which we can participate in intimate fellowship with the Triune God of the
universe (John 14:20).

As you and I have both observed, however, and maybe even experienced, not all
believers seem to be enjoying that fellowship. Hence, the question, “Am I Alone?” Tackett
contends that it is our God-given hunger for significance that keeps us from the union we
could be experiencing with God. He uses the strong word “prostitution” to describe our
wanderings away from God in our personal search for significance. It is not the desire for
significance that is wrong; it is the desire to be personally significant outside of a covenant
relationship with God.

You remember the story of King Saul in the Old Testament. God chose Saul to be
Israel’s first king, but Saul had a hard time obeying God and submitting his own desires for
significance to God’s plan. He kept moving out of relationship with God. As a result, his
hunger for significance destroyed him. Tackett closes Tour 8 with a reference to “buyer’s
remorse,” that feeling we’ve all experienced after spending our money on something which
turned out to be far less valuable than we had hoped. The lesson is to submit our hunger for
significance to obedience to God’s law, desire for his pleasure, and faithful commitment to
the covenant relationship we share with him. In Isaiah 55:1-2 he calls to us:

"Come, all you who are thirsty, come to the waters; and you who have no money,
come, buy and eat! Come, buy wine and milk without money and without cost.
Why spend money on what is not bread, and your labor on what does not satisfy?
Listen, listen to me, and eat what is good, and your soul will delight in the richest
of fare.”

Most colleges have
experienced financial loss due to the
recent recession. Many colleges and
universities have experienced a significant amount of loss to
their endowments. Barclay has been caught in the same
economic down turn, but to a lesser degree.

However, the college has had several positive
experiences. We have received enough money in cash and
pledges to cover the entire balloon payment of our bond issue
which has lessened our indebtedness by $645,000. This has
reduced our payment to the bond holding company by $6,000
each month.

Student income has increased significantly since the
full tuition scholarship was instigated. This helps the college
continue to enroll more students each semester and also helps
our students keep their student loan accounts at a lower level.

The college choir traveled to Missouri, Indiana, and
Ohio on its spring tour. Reports from the members of the
choir and the churches where it performed have been very
positive.

Enrollment for the fall semester of 2009 has been
encouraging. Three years ago we were experiencing empty
beds and classrooms. Today the concern is for more beds and
larger classrooms. Whereas, in the past there was apathy and
little concern about being able to attend Barclay, today room
deposits are greater than in any previous year and our
admission counselors deal with having enough beds to keep
from turning any student away. As a larger number of off
campus students enroll there is a problem for them to find
housing in Haviland.

While other schools struggle, both for student
enrollment and financial stability, Barclay has experienced
the Lord’s blessing in both areas.

New personnel on campus in the near future will
greatly enhance our faculty and staff. Dr. Tony Wheeler from
Phoenix will begin working part time in June in the area of
Advancement and will continue to be employed by Strong
Families under the direction of Gary Smalley. Mr. Steve
Teter from Ohio will begin serving as Vice President for
Institutional Advancement on the first day of June. Mr. Kevin
Lee from California will begin his position of Associate Dean
for Distance Learning in August. Mr. Josh Bunce from
Oregon will join our faculty as Chair of Youth Ministry in the
fall of 2009. Dr. David Kingrey will join us in November as
Chair of Bible/Theology. All of these men are quality people
who will add a great depth to the Barclay team.

With the songwriter I want to say, “To God be the
glory, great things He has done.”

May the Lord bless you as you continue to partner
with Barclay College as it prepares students for ministry.

Our Volunteer of
the Year, Mr.
John Hamm of
Pratt KS, grew up
in the country
and has always
enjoyed life to its
fullest. He was
an outstanding
athlete during his
high school years, then went on to graduate from college.
Although a career in baseball was tempting he gave it up to
pursue a life of ministry. He pastored his hometown church
for several years.

He has two children, six grandsons and two
granddaughters. When they are at his home they expect
doughnuts for breakfast and love to drink “Papa-juice.” You
will need to speak to him to learn what that is. He has
participated in many activities including officiating
basketball games, playing golf with a grandson or two, and
animated auctioneering at the Barclay Sale for many years.

Alumnus of the Year

While doing fieldwork with a
team of horses, Alfred Miller
heard the audible voice of God
calling him to be a missionary.
Times were hard but when he
made his initial visit to Friends
Bible College (Barclay
College) he learned he could
work for his $40 a semester
tuition and that his former
minister had moved to
Haviland and would let him
live at his house for room and
board of $10 a month if he
helped with the laundry. After
three years at Barclay he transferred to another college to finish
his degree.

The summer after graduation he met with the KYM
Mission Board to become a missionary and was invited to go to
the Lone Star Friends Church near Hugoton, KS to be the church
pastor. He married Ruth on June 4 and two weeks later carried his
new bride across the threshold of the Lone Star parsonage.

The couple sailed for Africa in January of 1946 to start a

new mission station, which became known as Kwibuka. In the
beginning there was no school building or church.
He built the church and his wife taught the children in the shade
under Eucalyptus trees. He and his wife served on every Friends
mission station in Burundi and were highly regarded as dorm
parents for the missionaries’ children. Medical difficulties cut
their work short in 1964. But in 1976 they returned to the field
until 1994 when they were forced by the Rwandan Genocide to
leave Africa for the last time.
