the signers fought and died from wounds or 

hardships of the Revolutionary War. These were well 

educated men of means.  They signed the Declaration 

of Independence knowing full well that the penalty 

would be death if they were captured.  Fifty-two of 

the signers of the Declaration of Independence were 

deeply committed Christians.  They did not give up. 

 Letôs keep praying for those in authority 

over us.  Letôs keep helping good people who share 

our views get elected.  Letôs not give up on our 

country.  I believe God still has great plans for 

America.

 Sometime after the fall 2007 board of trustees meeting, 

John Lemmons contacted Herb Frazier about the possibility of a 

matching fund campaign that would eliminate the balloon 

payment of $645,000 due in 2021 on the womenôs residence hall. 

John stated that he could not get beyond this large hurdle facing 

us in the near future as we addressed the future needs of the 

college. While thinking and praying about this, John concluded 

that perhaps we need to step up at this time and make the 

challenge. John and Joan were excited when Herb and executive 

members of the board endorsed the proposal. 

 As a result of this proposal, Barclay initiated a campaign 

to raise one-half of the $645,000. On March 13, 2009 the last 

amount was promised to complete the matching gift of $322,500. 

Barclayôs indebtedness is now reduced by $645,000. This also 

reduces the annual interest payment by $45,150. 

 John and Joan Lemmons had originally requested that 

their gift be given anonymously. As the campaign neared 

completion, the executive committee of the board of trustees 

decided that it would like to name the womenôs residence hall 

after the donors. After much consideration, John and Joan 

concurred with the naming as ñLemmons Hall.ò 

 During the Alumni Banquet in Hockett Auditorium on 

May 2, John and Joan were presented as the donors of the 
challenge gift.
