When the enrollment figures are calculated each fall
there are two figures everyone asks for firshe campus FTE
and the overall college FTE. Both figures this fall have reached
record highs. The campus FTE stands at 162. The overall
college FTE which includes Campus, Online, Home College,
and Advantage students was 183 on the official reporting date.
(It would be higher if we could calculate it now because of
additional Online, Home College, and Advantage students who
joined classes after the date set for th& 2@y report. Today
the Overall College FTE stands at 208The next highest
campus FTE was 124 for Fall 2008 and 132 for the overall
College FTE for that same fall. From Fall 1981 to the end of
Fall 2007 the Campus FTE ranged from 69 to 124. The 183
Fall 2009 overall FTE is 51 higher than the 132 set in Fall 2008.
