Few men have the opportunity to have such a long

lasting involved relationship with a favorite institution as
had Robin Johnston with Friends Bible College/Barclay
College. From his younger years growing up on a farm,
then leaving his brothers in Nebraska to become a student
in a small college in Kansas, to student body president in
1957/1958, to involving students in his ministry when he
was Youth Pastor in Haviland Friends, then as an instructor,
as president, and a good number of years as president
emeritus, he was deeply connected to Barclay College.

Robin took seriously the address he gave at his inauguration
to promote Christ’'s Kingdom through higher education.

The first goal was not easy for him to do. Yet he persisted.
He spoke to many, he spoke often, he visited churches, he
traveled and was on the road in order to raise funds.

How does one measure the impact of a man whose life

was so constantly connected with the college? It is not
difficult to trace the ways that he connected the Yearly
Meeting and the local community to the college in the years
he was involved in ministry. But great as these things are
what really measures Robin Johnston in all these roles was
his willingness to “put feet to his faith” and do what was
needed for the college and the Savior he loved.
